Here they
joined companies to cross the plains traveling another one
thousand two hundred miles. Arriving in Salt Lake, they were
directed to temporary homes and shelters where they could
make plans for their future. The stories of these Saints are
priceless and worthy of perpetuation.

I have been reminded that it is not valiant to merely
remember. President Thomas S. Monson once said, “Let 
us not only remember the past and its required sacrifice, 
let us also remember that we are responsible to build a 
legacy for the generations which follow us.” Daughters of Utah
Pioneers provides the framework for perpetuating the legacy
of our pioneers. Holding Camp Meetings, actively participating
in held offices, and attending Company and International
events perpetuates the spirit of the pioneer willingness to 
learn and serve others. Supporting historical markers 
and caring for pioneer artifacts in museums as well as 
sharing these precious items can strengthen the legacy.

LESSON TEASERS

Families of the Mormon Battalion (March)
Some 150 wives were left behind when their husbands

marched off with the Mormon Battalion in 1846.  Many of
the women lived in covered wagons, dugouts, and crude cabins
while their husbands were gone. One wife was left with only a
blanket stretched over some bushes for her shelter. (p.255)

“Down and Back” Church Trains (April)
Almost one third of the total Church migration utilized the

“down and back” trains from 1861-1866. The round trip 
from the Valley to the Missouri River and back took about 
four months. This was the same amount of time it took 
for the Vanguard Company to reach the Utah Territory from
Winter Quarters. (p.292)

St. Thomas, Nevada; Mormon Island, California; 
and Rockport, Utah (May)

Disks for the scales that were used to weigh gold were made
from brass buttons taken from a military uniform. (p.350)

Last year, ISDUP introduced The Ten-Year Camp Initiative

which became the driving force to formulate a plan to increase
membership in a declining Camp in Maricopa West
Company, Arizona. This evening Camp was chartered 35
years ago, and recruitment was needed. A one-year pilot plan
was put into place after consulting with ISDUP with the
purpose of using the existing camp charter and its declining
membership to organize a day meeting option.
